Brothers and Sisters in Christ,
 
Happy Pentecost! Happy birthday to our church! Most of us here were born Catholics, we have been through catechism, to learn about God and about our faith. Yes, we believe that catechism is important for our faith. But more important than catechism, it is the Holy Spirit that draws us to the Lord. We need the Holy Spirit.
Looking at the life of the apostles, we can see the power of the Holy Spirit. Fifty days after Jesus’ resurrection, even though the disciples have seen the Risen Lord, they have witnessed the power of Jesus’ resurrection, they believed that Jesus was the Son of God, the One who came to fulfill all the prophecies in the past, however, still, there was fear and confusion among them. They locked themselves in the upper room. They wondered how they could carry out the mission of Jesus, they were just ordinary people.
Only after receiving the Holy Spirit, only after the Holy Spirit descended upon them and empowered them, they were transformed, they were no longer afraid of people outside. They opened wide the doors to go out to proclaim the good news. On that day over three thousand people were baptized, the church was born.
Sometimes we ask ourselves why do we believe in God, why are we Catholics? Simply because most of us were born Catholics, we were baptized and brought up in a catholic family. Some of us, through marriage, practice the faith of our spouse. Some of us were brought to faith through the goodness of friends. There are many ways that draw us to God. However, here we can see that from within us, there is a voice, calling us to be united with the Maker of heaven and earth; there is something that draws us to the Creator of our life. That is the Holy Spirit.  It is the Holy Spirit that guides us to the truth, it is the Holy Spirit that empowers us to become true witnesses to the gospel, and it is the Holy Spirit that enables us to proclaim the good news of Jesus. We see the power of the Holy Spirit in our life. Let us come to him.
The Pentecost is not simply a historical event that happened two thousand years ago. No, the Pentecost continues to happen in our life. The Holy Spirit continues to enter our life to empower us.
